A.
Vice President Searches.

1. President Castro stated that he has been meeting with the Vice President for Student Affairs Search Committee and hopes to make an offer to the successful candidate by the end of the week.

2. President Castro stated that he hopes to convene the Vice President for University Advancement Search Committee by mid-February.

B.
Faculty Salaries.

President Castro reported that discussions at the CSU Board of Trustees indicate the possibility of an agreement between the Chancellor’s Office and the faculty and staff unions for multi-year salary increases.

C.
Diversity Forum.

President Castro announced that a Diversity Forum will be held on campus on 2/19/14. He encouraged members of the Academic Senate to attend.

D.
Café Academy.

Provost Hoff announced that President Castro, Mary Castro, and Provost Hoff will be special guests for part of the next Café Academy.
E.
College/School Equipment Allocation

Provost Hoff stated that a one-time equipment allocation is being distributed to deans for each College/School.

F.
Student Success Mini-Grants.

Provost Hoff announced that a call will be forthcoming for a series of 8 $25,000 mini-grants for projects related to student success.

G.
Faculty Representatives to VP Advancement Search Committee.

Vice Chair Ayotte announced that no nominee had received the minimum number of votes to be elected. Nominations from the floor were requested. Senator Botwin (Psychology) and Senator Miltiades (Social Work Education) were nominated, seconded, and elected by acclamation.

4.
New Business
No new business was introduced.
5.
APM 335 Policy on Periodic Review of Administrators. Second Reading. 
Senator Slagter (Women’s Studies) suggested that the Provost should first be reviewed after 2 years and every 4 years thereafter. Discussion ensued.
Senator Meyer (Art & Design) asked what the rationale for reducing the time between reviews (from 5 to 4 years) for other MPPs was. Senator Tsukimura (Chair, Personnel Committee) stated that the rationale was similar to that for reducing the period between reviews of the Provost – MPPs do not often stay in a particular position for more than 5 years.

Senator Meyer motioned an amendment to the revision of APM 335 to retain the 5-year interval for MPPs other than the Provost. Seconded.

Senator Alexandrou (Plant Science) spoke in opposition to the proposed amendment, stating that 5 years is a very long time for MPPs to wait for feedback and guidance on job performance.

Senator Basurto (Literacy & Early Education) stated that the interval between reviews doesn’t necessarily seem to be connected to the availability of faculty for review committees.

Senator Van Vleck (Economics) stated the concern that the period of review becomes an exit-date, so a 3-year review cycle may be too short if the goal is to keep the Provost in that position.

Senator Maldonado (Philosophy) stated that a shorter initial review period may increase faculty buy-in because of the perception of being able to impact performance of the Provost.

Senator Taylor (Information Systems and Decision Sciences) stated that 3 years would be good but an exit interview can be conducted if a Provost leaves the position sooner.

Discussion ensued as to when the review should be conducted and whether review should be after the completion of the specified number of years or during the interval year.

Senator Maldonado stated that a 4-year review cycle can be the standard for all MPPs, with an initial review of the Provost after 2 years.

A vote was taken on the amendment motion. Motion fails.

Senator Meyer motioned to amend the revision of APM 335 so that the Provost will undergo initial review after 2 years from the date of appointment and every 4 years thereafter. Seconded. Discussion ensued.

MSC to approve the amendment.

Senator Lewis (Kinesiology) motioned an amendment to the revision of APM 335 to include a Faculty Athletic Representative on the review committee for the Athletic Director. Seconded.
President Castro stated that he would be happy to have both Faculty Athletic Representatives on that review committee - taken as a friendly amendment.

MSC to approve the amendment.

MSC to approve APM 335 as amended.

6.
Proposed Amendment to Bylaws of the Academic Senate. 
Senator Alexandrou spoke in favor of the amendment. Discussion ensued.
MSC to approve the amendment to the Senate Bylaws. [1 Abstain]
7. 
APM 510 Policy on Research Misconduct. First Reading.
Dr. Grace Liu summarized revisions made by the Research Committee in response to questions raised during the prior Senate reading of this policy. Dr. Liu stated that additionally all names of individuals will be removed from the document and placed in an appendix.

Senator Blair (University-wide) asked Dr. Liu what title for the policy she thought would be most appropriate.

MSC to amend the title per Dr. Liu’s suggestion.

MSC to amend the policy to remove the names of all individuals and replace with position titles; names associated with those positions will be placed in an appendix.

MSC to change reference to “computer diskette” in section I.C.12 to “storage device.”

Discussion ensued re: choice of term “deciding official” or “Provost” in various locations.

MSC to waive second reading of revisions to APM 510. [4 Nay]

MSC to approve APM 510 as amended. [2 Abstain]
