.  PURPOSE

recognizing and celebrating projects that reflect the Blueprint Principles, we hope to provide visual
examples of attractive, functional and environmentally friendly projects that could have relevance
throughout the Valley.

Awards will be presented at the 13™ Annual San Joaquin Valley Spring Policy Conference in a luncheon
ceremony on May 11, 2018, to be held at the DoubleTree Hotel in Modesto, CA.

HISTORY OF BLUEPRINT

On April 1, 2009, the San Joaquin Valley Regional Policy Council adopted a list of 12 Smart Growth
Principles ("Blueprint Principles”) to be used as the basis of Blueprint planning in the San Joaquin Valley.

Il.  ELIGIBILITY REQUIREMENTS

Applicants are required to meet all of the following criteria.
¢ Nominations are open to candidate projects and individuals within the San Joaquin Valley's
eight counties: Kern, Kings, Tulare, Fresno, Madera, Merced, Stanislaus, and San Joaquin.

e The Project is an on-the-ground, existing project built within the past 5 years. Projects built
prior to January 2013 will not be considered.

e The Project or Individual reflects the Blueprint Principles, and the Nominator demonstrates
strong rationale.

e The Project or Individual is not a previous Blueprint Award recipient*.

Only one first-place award ("Award of Excellence”) will be selected per category. One exceptionally
ranking award finalist per category may also be selected to receive an award (“Award of Merit"). If the jury
finds that none of the nominations in a particular category meets the criteria, there may be no award in
that category.

e Atleast 1, but no more than 5, one-page letter(s) of support for the nominated
project/candidate

e Must be from someone familiar with the project/candidate, but other than the Nominator
and/or staff/consultant

e 10 digital images in JPG format

e No PowerPoint presentations

e Images should be representative of the nomination
e Include a brief description identifying each image
