Adapting to the constraints of the pandemic was difficult but acclimatizing ourselves to the expectations of life after the pandemic may be more challenging due in part to the assumption that things will return to normal. The next two years will be a time of major transition for our campus. I would be honored to serve as your representative during this critical period. The Chair of the Senate ensures that proper procedures are maintained for the Executive Committee, the Standing Committees of the Senate, and meetings of the entire Senate. These procedures are informed by the Academic Policy Manual. I have served on the Academic Policy and Planning Committee, the primary body that establishes and modifies these policies for 12 of the past 16 years, 9 of which as its chair. As a result, my knowledge of our policies is extensive. Additionally, I joined the Senate in 2014 and I am currently serving my 3rd term as Anthropology Senator and have served on the Extended Executive Committee for 9 years. My service to AP&P has allowed me to understand the APM and the functions of the Executive Committee well. My role as Senator has further enabled me to have a sound understanding of Senate procedures.

 

As chair of AP&P, I have helped our 7 Subcommittees thrive by getting almost all of those committees’ membership rosters full and by helping reorganize the Senate’s committee structure to make it more efficient. We helped create the Multicultural/International and Online/Blended Education subcommittees and helped establish the Undergraduate Curriculum Committee as a Standing Committee. We then transferred the curricular-oriented committees (i.e., Writing, MI, and OBE) to UG’s oversight. These changes improved course approval procedures. For AP&P, we built a database similar to the Senate’s Policy Tracking webpage which has increased our productivity significantly.

Hierarchy is required for an organization as big as ours, but it need not be bad. I agree with Robert Sutton, Stanford Professor of Management Science and Engineering when he says that “the job of hierarchy is to destroy bad bureaucracy”. Applied to our context, the Senate requires a chair, but that should in no way reduce the authority of the elected representatives (i.e., senators). To that end, my objective as your chair would be to ensure that the Executive Committee works within its mandate to bring all deliberative matters to the Senate’s attention. Elect me as your chair, and I will strive to reduce the inefficiencies that frustrate our progress. AP&P has become more efficient and as a result more representative. With your support, I could do the same for the Academic Assembly.
